Customer Receipt

All Math really is, is understanding the English. Understand the English and the math is easy. This applies to any problem you may encounter in life.

Directions: Please create a spreadsheet that allows you to input the customer purchases, input the prices of each item and input the amount paid (Left side). The spreadsheet will then calculate the receipt (right side).
Requirements: 

1. The spreadsheet must use cell referencing and update itself with any changes I put in.

2. I will change some cells to see if your spreadsheet will update itself.
3. Allow for at least 10 products or services that the customer will purchase.
4. Create the prices you wish to charge for each.

5. Create the receipt that the customer will receive. 
6. Show the total cost of each item, the total cost of the sale, sales tax, total due, amount paid, and change due the customer. 
7. At the bottom of the receipt, a message to the customer thanking them for their business.
8. Make a formula that will find the largest costing item (on the receipt side, not the unit prices)
9. Make a formula that will alert the cashier to “make change” or “ask for more money” depending on whether the paid amount is more or less than the amount owed
10. Make a formula that finds the arithmetic mean of the costs of the items purchased
11. Charts
· Create a Pie chart using the costs of each item purchased
12. Pythagorean Theorem

· The inventory of your best selling item (my example would be golf balls) starts at 200. You have a sale for seven days (X axis). The distance it took during the sale was 15 (Hypotenuse). 

· 1. How many of the item did you sell (Y axis)?

· 2. How many of the item did you end up having left over?
· 3. Create a formula that would allow anyone to input the starting inventory and the amount of distance it took to get to zero (Hypotenuse). The spreadsheet would then calculate the number of items sold (Y axis); and calculate
