Math Power Point Presentation
Directions: Please create a presentation that is a math quiz for second graders that uses hyperlinks. This presentation is all about hyperlinks and the order in which you place your slides. If set up properly, you should be able to add any number of questions to your show.
Requirements: 

1. Use only 5 slides (not 4, not 6)

2. Have three questions; simple math questions like “what is 2+3”

a. Each question must have only two possible answers. The correct answer and a wrong answer.

3. When the student clicks on the correct answer, the presentation will hyperlink out to a slide that says: “Good Job, you got it right”

4. When the student clicks on the wrong answer, the presentation will hyperlink out to a slide that says: “Sorry, you got it wrong”

5. On these two slides (right and wrong slides), you must provide a way (something to click on), that will bring the student back to the original question. 

6. Once back to the original question, the student can click on an object that will bring them to the next question.

7. Do Nots:

a. Do not have a place to click where the student can choose any question to go to. The student can only move on to the next question.
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ii. The reason for this is: what if there are 50 questions. You will not be able to fit that many on one slide.
